SEWER USE RULES & REGULATIQNS

Rules & Regulations regulating the use of public and private sewers

and drains, private wastewater disposal, the installation and connection
of building sewers, and the discharge of waters and waste into the

public sewer system: and providing penalities for violations thereof:

In the Town of Clarksburg, County of Berkshire, Commonwealth of

Massachusetts.

Be it ordained and enacted by the Board of Selectmen of the Town of
Clarksburg, Commonwealth of Massachusetts, acting as its Board of

Sewer Commissioners, as follows:

ARTICLE I

Definitions

Unless the context specifically indicates otherwise, the meaning of

terms used in these Rules & Regulations shall be as follows:

Sec. 1 "The Applicant" Shall mean any person requesting
approval to discharge wastewater to wastewater works
or requesting approval to construct a new connection
to the public sewer system.

Sec. 2 "The Board" shall mean the Board of Sewer Commissioners
coﬂsisting of the three members of the Board of Selectmen.

Sec. 3 "Biochemical oxygen demand" (BOD) shall mean the
quanity of oxygen utilized in the biochemical
oxidation of organic matter under standard laboratory
procedure in five (5) days at 20°C, expressed in
milligrams per liter.

Sec. 4 "Building drain" shall mean that part of the lowest
horizontal piping of a drainage system which receives
the discharge from soil, waste, and other drainage
pipes inside the walls of the buildings and conveys it
to the building sewer, beginning five (5) feet (1.5

meters)outside the inner face of the building wall.
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"Building sewer" shall mean the extension from the
building drain to the public sewer or other place of
disposal (including the required septic tank), also
called house connection.

"Combined Sewer" shall mean a sewer intended to
receive both wastewater and sterm or surface water.
"Domestic Wastewater" or Sanitary Sewage shall mean
normal water-carried household and toilet wastes or
waste from sanitary conveniences, exdluding ground,
surface or storm water.

"frasement" shall mean an acquired legal right for the
specific use of land owned by others.

"EPA" shall mean the United States Environmental
Protection Agency.

"Excessive" shall mean amounts or concentrations of a
constituent of a wastewater which, in the judgment of
the Board (a) will cause damage to any town facility;
(b) will be harmful to a wastewater treatment process;
(c) cannot be removed in the treatment works to the
degree required to meet the limiting stream class-
ification standards and/or EPA and State effluent
standards; (d) can otherwise endanger life, limb, or
public property; and (e) can constitute a nuisance.
"Facilities" shall include structures and conduits
for the purpose of collecting, treating, neutralizing,
stabilizing, or disposal of domestic wastewater
and/or industrial or other wastewaters as are disposed
of by means of such structures and conduits including
treatment and‘disposal works, necessary intercepting,
outfall, and outlet sewers, and pumping stations,
intergral to such facilities with sewers, equipment
and furnishings and other connecting appurtenances.
"Floatable 0il" is oil, fat, or grease in a physical
state such that it will separate by gravity from

wastewater by Lreatment in an approved pretreatment
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facility. A wastewater shall be considered free of
floatable fat if it is properly pretreated and the
wastewater does mnot interfere with the collection
system. ,
"Garbage" shall mean the animal and vegetable waste
resulting from the handling, preparation, cooking,
and serving of foods.

"Industrial wastes" shall mean the wastewater from
industrial processes, trade, or business as distinct
from domestic or sanitary wastes.

"Interference” shall mean a Discharge by .an
Industrial User which, alone or in conjunction with
discharges by other sources, inhibits or disrupts the
POTW, its treatment processes or operatiéns, or its
sludge processes, use or disposal and which is a
cause of a violation of any requirement of the POTW's
NPDES permit (including an increase in the magnitude
or duration of a violation) or of the prevention of
sewage sludge use or disposal by the POTW in
accordance with groundwater protection rules, Ws 410,
solid waste rules, He-P 1901.05, hazardous waste
rules, He-P 1905.03 and Appendix III, the Clean Air
Act, the Toxic Substance Control Act, and the Marine
Protection Research and Sanctuaries Act.

"National Categorical Pretreatment Standard" or
"Categorical Pretreatment Standard" shall mean any
regulations containing pollutant discharge limits
pfomulgated by United States Environmental Protection
Agency (USEPA) 1in accordance with Section 307(b) and
(c) of the Clean Water Act (33 U.S.C. 1347) which
applies to a specific category of industrial users.
"Natural outlet" shall mean any outlet, including
storm sewers and combined sewer overflows, into a
watercourse, pond, ditch, 1lake, or other body of
surface or groundwater.

"May" is permissive (see "shall," Sec. 29).
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"pass through" shall mean the Discharge of Pollutants
through the Publicly Owned Treatment Works (POTW)
into  receiving waters in quantities or
concentrations, which, alone or in conjunction with
Discharges from other sources, 1is a cause of‘ a
violation of any requirements of the POTW's NEDES

permit (including an increase in the magnitude or

‘duration of a violation) or of applicable water

quality criteria.

"Person” shall mean any individual, firm, company,
association, society, corporation, or group.

“pH" shall mean the logarithm of the reciprocdl of
the hydrogen-ion concentration. The concentration is
the weight of hydrogen-ions, 1n grams pér liter of
solution. Neutral water, for example, has a pH value
of 7 and a hydrogen-ion concentration of 10'7.
wproperly shredded garbage” shall mean the wastes
from the preparation, cooking, and dispensing of food
that have been shredded to such a degree that all
particles will be carried frecely under the flow
conditions normally prevailing in public sewers, with
no particle greater than 1/2-inch (1.27 centimeters)
in any dimension.

"public Sewer" ~ shall mean a common sewer controlled
by a governmental agency oY public utility.

"Receiving Waters" shall mean any watercourse, river,

pond, ditch, lake, aquifer, or other body of surface

or groundwater receiving wastewater discharges.

"Sanitary sewer"” shall mean a sewer that carries
liquid and water-carried wastes from residences,
commercial buildings, industrial plants, and
institutions  together with minor quantities of

ground, storm, and surface watexs that are not

~ admitted intentionally.

"Sewage" 1is the spent water of a community. The
preferred term is nwastewater®, Sec. 37.

ngawer" shall mean a pipe or conduit that carries

wastewater or drainage water.

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"Sewer Service Area" shall mean that area of Town's
Sanitary Sewers and Collection System Plan as being
contained within the Plan I Sewer Servcie Area as
indicated on Sewer System Map I and as amended by

the Board.

"Shall" is mandatory (see "may", Sec. 18).

"Slug" shall mean any discharge of water or wastewater
which is concentration of any given constituent or in
quanity of flow exceeds for any period of duration
longer than fifteen (15) minutes more than five (5)
times the average twenty-four (24) hour concentration
or flows during normal operation and shall adversely
affect the collection system and/or performance of the
wastewater treatment works.

"State" shall mean the Massachusetts Division of

Water Pollution Control

"Storm Drain" (sometimes termed "storm sewer") shall
mean a drain or sewer for conveying water, groundwater,
subsurface water, or unpolluted water from any source.
"Suspended solids" shall mean total suspended matter
that either floats on the surface of, or is in
suspension in, water, wastewater, or other liquids,
and that is removable by laboratory filtering as
prescribed in "Standard Methods for the Examination

of Water and Wastewater: and referred to as
nonfilterable residue.

"Town" Shall mean the Town of Clarksburg

"User" shall mean any building whose building sewer

is connected to the public sewer system or is required

to connect.

"Unpolluted water" is water of quality equal to or
better than the effluent criteria in effect or water
that would not cause violation of receiving water
quality standards and would not be benefited by
discharge to the sanitary sewers and wastewater

treatment facilities provided.
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"Wastewater" shall mean the spent water of a
community. From the standpoint of source, it may be
a combination of the liquid and water-carried wastes
from residences, commercial buildings, industrial
plants, and institutions, together with any
groundwater,. surface water, and stormwater that may
be present.

"Wastewater facilities" shall mean the structures,
equipment, and processes required to collect, carry
away, and treat domestic and industrial wastes and
dispose of the effluent.

"Wastewater treatment works" shall mean an
arrangement of devices and structures for treating
wastewater, industrial wastes, and sludge: Sometimes
used as synonymous with "waste treatment plant” or
"wastewater  treatment plant" or "water pollution
control plant.”

"Watercourse" shall mean a mnatural or artificial
channel for the passage of water either continuously

or intermittently.

ARTICLE II
Use of Public Sewers Required

It shall be wunlawful to discharge to any natural:
outlet within the sewer service area, or in any area
under the jurisdiction of said Board, any wastewater
or other polluted waters, except where suitable
treatment has been provided in accordance with
subsequent provisions of this regulations.

Except as hereinafter provided, it shall be unlawful
to construct or repair any privy, privy vault, septic
tank, cesspool, or other facility intended or used
for the disposal of wastewater within the sewer

service area.
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The owner(s) of all houses, buildings, or properties
used for human occupancy, employment, recreation, or
other purposes, situated within the Town's sewer
service area and abutting on any street, alley, or
right-of-way in which there is now located or may in
the future be located a public sanitary sewer of the
town, is hereby required at the owner(s) expensé to
install suitable domestic waste water and toilet
facilities therein, and to connect such facilities
directly with the proper public sewer in accordance
with the provisions of these Rules & Regulations
within a reasonable period of time but no more than

a maximum of one (1) year after date of official
notice to do so.

All owner(s) of buildings located within the Town's
sewer service area in which is located a town public
sanitary sewer and who are required to connect are
deemed users and are hereby subject to all sewer users
charges whether or ' not they have connected to the public
sewer.

All owner(s) of houses and buildings with a connection
to the public sewer shall at their own expense cause
the closure of their septic or other sub-surface

sewer system in accordance with the requirements of
the Board of Health. Subject closure shall be inspect-
ed and approved by the Board of Health in which an

inspection fee shall be charged.




ARTICLE III

Building Sewers and Connections

geE. 1 No unauthorized person(s) shall uncover, make any
connections with or opening into, use, alter, or
disturb any public sewer or appurtenance thereof

without first obtaining a written permit from the

Board.
Sec. 2 There shall be two (2) classes of building sewer
permits: Residential and Commercial. Service. -In

either case, the owner(s) or his agent shall make
application on a speical permit form furnished by

the Board. The permit application shall be supple-
mented by any plans, specifications, or other inform-
ation considered pertinent in the judgment of the
Board. A permit fee of Twenty Five ($25) dollars for

a residential dwelling unit, Fifty ($50) dollard for
general business and multable dwelling buildings,
Seventy Five ($75) dollars for a commerical/

industrial building shall be paid to the town at the
time the application is filed. The cost for the
Board's representative to review proposed sewer designs
and inspect the installation of the sewer shall be paid
by the permit application fee. The permit application
fee shall be paid at the time of the filing.

Sec. 3 Private Contractors contracted for installing and
connecting building's sewer to the Town's public
sanitary sewer by building's owner must make application
for Permit to Perform Sewer Installation for each
installation and connection. The application requires
either proof of current liability insurance, including
complete operations coverage or a signed waiver from
the building's owner. The permit fee is Ten ($10)
dollars paid at the Administration Office upon taking
oﬁt the application. Private Contractors sﬁall
familiarize themselves with Sewer Rules & Regualtions

including Appendix A - Specifications.
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
